The 2nd Northern Craft and Gift Fair will be held in August 2007.  The fair will boast  a large variety of hand crafted items of high quality as well as interesting demonstrations and workshops for young and old.

Screening 

Please take note that the screening will take place at the following address and by appointment :   16 Elm Street, Bellair (Blomtuin)  directions available on request.  Please complete the attached form, upon receipt of which I will  contact you with a date for screening.

I am very enthusiastic about the fair, I feel that it is an excellent opportunity for all as the outdoor markets close over winter and the fair will provide a venue for you to sell your goods.  As for the demonstrators and workshop providers/suppliers it is a good time as everyone is looking for something to do indoors, It will also provide exposure for your workshops and business.

Please remember to have calling cards, I have received quite a few calls after the previous fair where members of the public have been looking for crafters that were at the fair.

Suppliers of craft goodies and workshop providers

There is unfortunately limited space for suppliers of craft items and workshop providers; this space is much larger than the space for crafters.   The idea behind this is to set up shop in a space more or less 3m x 4m.   This space will also enable you to give demonstrations or a workshop.  I encourage this, as it will give you exposure to make bookings for your future classes etc. Submit a program of your intended demos or workshops during this period and I will incorporate it in advertisements.   You will be responsible for your own stands etc used in the space allocated to you.   Members of the public that come to shop can also see workshops in progress and from previous experience either book for a workshop over the three days or make contact after the fair for workshop bookings.  Once the workshops are in place I will also send you a timetable with the different workshops.   People will contact you for info and payment for your workshops as I cannot answer questions pertaining to pergamano, creative memories etc, herbal tinctures, etc, my craft is soap crafting, so you are the best person to do that, you can then get the people to pay you directly for the workshops.   I will advertise from my side as well and list the fair on various craft junctions.   It would be good for you to send me a photo of the projects as well.   Just a suggestion, seeing that you will be there for three days, it might be good to offer 3 different classes (different levels), maybe even a kiddie's class.  Limit to three classes per day and remember, you decide on the class fee, this money comes to you directly.

Please indicate whether you will need a power point, or if there is any other special requirement, the shop space will have two tables, one for stock and one for your lessons with 10 chairs.

Demonstrations

I will also have a place for teachers / or shop owners who can only do one demonstration -

They will be able to come and give a demonstration or workshop and will pay an amount for using the space for 2 1/2  - 4 hours.
Crafters

There is plenty of space for crafters.  Due to the fact that a large variety of goods will be on display for sale, there will only be 2 - 3 people offering the same type of product, eg candles, cards, etc.

Although the product will be the same there will however be a difference between the finished items.   Once again - only handmade, handcrafted items will be chosen.   The reason for this is as follows  :  Crafters spend hours creating their items for sale; it is unfair towards them if someone purchases goods in bulk and repacks them for sale.   So handmade is the name of the game!

The following will also apply :  Only the items which have been screened for selection may be offered for sale, you cannot bring some of your friend’s items(which were not presented at the screening) on to your table to sell.  This is very important. Items of jewellery should also be handcrafted. 

You can make use of tables which will be provided or you can bring your own table - I must have the measurement of your table  -  should not exceed 2m.  If you bring your own table then your payment will be R320-00 instead of R350-00, (including your deposit)

Home Made Edibles

Your goodies also have to be screened and small samples of the goods that you will be offering for sale must be brought to the screening.  You will also be requested to have a sell by date on your goods at the fair.  Feedback from previous fair was that we needed more edibles, eg, home made preserves, sweets (fudge).

Supervision of tables

You will be responsible for supervising your own space as well as taking your own money.    You are welcome to get someone to sit at your table if you are not planning to be there yourself.   Feedback from previous fair was that the public enjoyed seeing the crafter at their table and were able to chat to the person about the product or place orders directly with the crafter.  They also enjoyed seeing some of the crafters at work.  No one knows your product better than you do.  As there will be workshops and demonstrations, if you book for one of these please make sure that your table is not left unattended.    

Lucky Draw

As part of the advertising, we will be having a few lucky draws each day, everyone likes a freebee.   For this I request that you each give a small item made by yourself of in the case of suppliers, a craft item, - place your details on the item.  I will take all the items and make a few hampers for the lucky draw; the items will be on display for the public to see along with an entry box.  Please package this item in such a way that you have your contact details on the item, in case the winner wants to contact you.

Publicity

Advertising shall begin in May and will be done as extensively as possible. newspapers, craft magazines, radio, web sites, craft junctions, boards, pamphlets, schools and e-mail lists.   You will also receive pamphlets to distribute.   Only a handful of crafters took extra pamphlets for advertising previously.   I urge all of you to take at least 20 pamphlets to distribute and one A4 advertisement.

Setting up

You will be able to set up on Wednesday evening (8th Aug from 18h00 - 20h00).  You are responsible for decorating your own area, covers must be down to the floor in front of your table, covers, tablecloths etc for the tables are to be provided by the crafter.  I urge you to take trouble with decorating your area, as this will attract people to your stand.  Once again there will be a prize for the best looking stand.

Clearing up

This will take place on Saturday evening at 17h00, the hall will close at 19h00.

Cost of space

Crafters - Table space, table to be supplied:    R250-00 for the three days plus item for lucky draw and a deposit of R100-00.   If you run out of stock during the market or pack up before 17h00 on Saturday 11th you will forfeit this deposit.  In total the payment of R350-00 is to be received by no later than 30 April 2007, along with your gift. You will receive one reminder a week before payment is due, if you have not paid by the due date your name will be removed from the list and your place will be given to someone else.  There were requests previously by crafters wanting to bring their own tables, this is fine and will work as follows : 


Crafters - Table space own table :  R220-00 for three days plus deposit - total R320-00

Suppliers - Room space :  R500-00 for the three days plus item for lucky draw and a deposit of R100-00.   If you pack up before 17h00 on Saturday 11th you will forfeit this deposit.  In total the payment of R600-00 is to be received by no later than 30 April 2007, along with your free gift.   You will receive one reminder a week before payment is due, if you have not paid by due date your name will be removed from the list and your place will be given to someone else.

Demonstrations / once-off workshops
There will be space for crafters who would like to promote their workshops.   This means that you will either give a demonstration or offer one class only.

Demonstration  (duration of 2 1/2 hours) this time includes you setting up, demonstrating and packing up.  You will be expected to leave the venue in a clean state so that the next person can just set up.  Punctuality is of great importance here as there will be demonstrations and workshops held in this venue throughout the day.

Cost for session    R150-00 plus R50-00 deposit  Total R200-00 for 2 1/2 hour session.

Once again you will be responsible for your own moneys and I would need the information on demonstrations / workshops as well as what you will be charging per person - this I need along with your payment by the 30 April 2007.   

Same information regarding payment dates etc applies as for crafters.

Once off workshops (duration of 4 hours)  this time includes you setting, up giving the class and packing up.   You will be expected to leave the venue in a clean state so that the next person can just set up.  Once again extreme punctuality is required.

Cost for session   R250-00 plus R50-00 deposit   Total  R300-00 for 4-hour session.

Security

Although every endeavour will be made to safeguard your items, the organiser will not be held responsible for any losses incurred by the following :

Theft, loss of expected income, damages to goods caused by fire, vandalism, Act of God etc.   The venue has an alarm system and is linked to Chubb Alarms who patrol regularly.   I, do however, advise that if you have items that are of great value that you take them with in the evening.  Security is also of importance to me, as I will also have a stand along with all of you.  I will be at the venue at 09h00 on the Thursday and Friday and 08h00 on the Saturday morning, so this will enable you to unpack before opening time.

Should the fair be cancelled due to unforeseen circumstances, the organiser will not be held responsible for any loss of expected income.  The fee paid for your space will be refunded, in such a case.

Once you have been selected, paid for your  space and have been allocated a space there will be no refund to you should you not turn up for the fair, you will lose the payment and deposit.

REFRESHMENTS

Refreshments and light meals will be provided by Kerry-Anne, her designer sandwiches were to die for and Edwin, with his pancakes etc promises to provide some warm, exciting eats for the winter hunger pangs.
